than the precious ores, that yield inimitable f
grance and soft fire; those virtuous Bonanza
where the soil has sublimated under sun and cisome-
thing finer, and the wine is bottled poetry: #tildee undis-
covered % The smack of Californian earth shaéifliog the
palate of your grandson.°

The prophetic words of Robert Louis Stevenson, who
stayed in the Napa Valley with his new wife in thesum-
mer of 1880, illustrate California winemaking's long
and colorful history. Often a rough tale of survival,
early winemaking efforts involved carving out a few
acres for plantings and digging stone-lined cavesdr
aging. These pioneers and their legacy, both in Na@
and in Sonoma, will be observed and appreciated by
the Victorian Society in America 128 years later, dring
our 42nd Annual Meeting May 7-11, 2008.

Napa County is one of the oldest counties in Califania,
established in 1850. By 1861, the first Riesling sallings,
culled from priests in nearby Sonoma and San Rafael
were planted. However, the Napa Valley was long knan
for wheat and cattle before winemaking took root.

Our host hotel will be the Napa River Inn, designated one
of the National Trust's Historic Hotels of America. Located
on a picturesque bend of the Napa River, the inn ispart of
an historic mill that was constructed in 1884. Theredevel-
opment project, which also includes several restauants, a
bakery, day spa and art gallery, was the largest iNapa's
history. There we will enjoy beautifully appointed rooms
and a location in the heart of historic downtown Napa.

Wednesday, May 7, 2008

Wednesday morning we will head to coastal Sonoma
County, with stops in Bodega, Occidentaland Duncans
Mills.

The old lumber community of Bodega (population 100) is
nestled in Sonoma County's verdant rolling hills. Captain
Stephen Smith built the area’s first steam-poweredsawmill
in 1843. We will visitSt. Teresa's Church a simple church
built in 1859 by shipbuilders, it is the oldest continuously
running church in Sonoma County. Next stop is Potters
Schoolhouse, which Alfred Hitchcock fans will recognize as
the schoolhouse from the film The Birds.

Next is Occidental, a rustic village that still hasthe flavor
of its rough-and-tumble beginnings as a logging cam. We
will tour the town and lunch at the historic Union Hotel ,
known throughout northern California for its delici ous,
family-style Italian cuisine.

California Impressionist art lovers will enjoy a taur of
Christopher Queen Gallery in Duncans Mills, which hous-
es an extensive collection of Early California painings
from 1860 to 1940.

Afterwards, refreshment consisting of wines from the
Russian River Valley appellation (known for its pirot noir
and chardonnay) and local cheeses will be offered before
we board the bus back to the hotel.

Wednesday Evening, May 7, 2008 *+ Bruce Bradbury's
Ranch

A very special evening is in store on Wednesday, age have
been invited to Bruce Bradbury's spectacular communal
ranch, located just off Napa's Silverado Trail. The early
evening light will hopefully provide a glimpse of the jaw-
dropping views to the valleys below. Small 26-passger
coaches will shuttle members up the mountain for a25-
minute ride from the hotel starting at 5:45; pre-conference
attendees will be given a bit more time to freshenup
before the second run at 6:40.

A wine and hearty hors d'oeuvre reception will be accom-
panied by welcoming remarks from Bruce, as well asalks
by designerPaul Duscherer (author of Beyond the
Bungalow, Outside the Bungaland Along Bungalow Lings
Steve Bauer Bradbury & Bradbury's new owner will be
there telling us what's going on with the famous wadlpa-
per studio A.B. (After Bruce).

The term Ghost Winerwas given to the present-day Napa
Valley wineries that were founded between 1860 and
1900. Very few of these wineries remain, as the vayards
of most Napa Valley wineries were decimated by the
phylloxera infestation of the 1890s. Over the yearamany
fell into disrepair and were dismantled or absorbed into
newer, more modern facilities.

On our Ghost Winery tour, we will split up into smaller
groups of 20-25 and rotate between wineries, which
stretch from Yountville to Calistoga. Each group wil
break for a gourmet boxed lunch at a different winery.

Regusci Winery+ Terrill L. Grigsby, a pioneer who came to
California in 1850, built the Grigsby-Occidental Winery in
1878. The winery's handsome hand-cut stone faladeith
its graceful arched windows, is crafted entirely fom lava
stone. In 1932, Gaetano Regusci purchased the wingrand
started producing his own estate wines. Today hisgndson
oversees the production of estate wines including abernet
sauvignon, merlot, zinfandel and chardonnay.

Groezinger Winery + Built in 1870 and one of the largest
facilities of its day, the Groezinger Winery and fanily
home in Yountville (between Napa and St. Helena) occu-
pied more than half of the 23-acre Groezinger Estaé. It
included a massive brick winery, a brandy distilley, a
steam power plant, creamery, brick stables and bars, and
a two-story estate mansion to the north of the property.
The property was sold by the Groezinger family in B89,
but remained an operating winery under successive an-
ers until 1955.

In 1966, the old winery, abandoned and in disrepair, was
almost lost to the wrecking ball for the $30,000 sun that
its antique bricks would bring on the salvage marke. A
group of local business people purchased the estat@nd
began the initial conversion and restoration that would
be the property's second incarnation. Hosting a handful
of specialty shops and two small cafes, the buildigs were
reopened in 1967 as the Vintage 1870 specialty shopom-
plex. Now dubbed V Marketplace, the center distinguish-
es itself as Napa Valley's landmark icon of shoppig,
entertainment and special events.

St. Clement Vineyards+ With its marvelous 1878 Queen
Anne mansion and original rock cellar, St. Clement
Vineyards offers both a fascinating glimpse into tre past
and a tempting array of terroir-driven wines crafted from
neighboring vineyards. It was established by San
Francisco stained glass merchant Fritz Rosenbaum.
Rosenbaum first vinted wines in 1879 with grapes grwn
on the estate vineyard located at the base of Sprig
Mountain.

Ehlers Estatex The name B. Ehlers and the year 1886 are
carved on the face of this two-story winery, whictwas
originally owned by the builder of The Bale Grist Mill,
Florentine Kellogg, in 1848. When he went off to pan for
gold, The Reverend Theodore Lyman bought a portion

for farming. Today, the winery is part of the Leducq
Foundation, a philanthropy dedicated to internation al
cardiovascular research. Bordeaux varietals + cabeet
sauvignon, cabernet franc, merlot and petit verdot + are
produced at Ehlers today.

Frank Family Vineyard+ First constructed as the
Larkmead Winery in 1884, the building was refinished
with native sandstone in 1906. It was purchased 1992
by Rich Frank, former chairman of Walt Disney Televsion
and Telecommunications and recent Emmy Award win-
ner. Winemaker Todd Graff offers cabernet, sangiovee,
chardonnay and sparkling wines made from surrounding
vineyards.

We return to the hotel at about 5:30 p.m., providing time

to rest, explore the Silent Auction offerings and have din-
ner on our own at one of the many restaurants surraind-

ing the hotel. Celadon and Angele, located directly on the
hotel property, are two particular recommendations.



From 6:00 to 7:00 p.m. there will be a sherry and
cheese Chapters Reception for chapter represen-
tatives and chapter members in the Napa River
Inn's second floor Hatt Hall.

Friday, May 9, 2008

Friday morning, we head over the Mayacamas
mountains to the Alexander Valleyin Sonoma
County, known worldwide for its award-winning
cabernet sauvignon and chardonnay wines. We
will explore this beautiful valley and understand

its intricate connections to Napa, the Mexican ran-
chos and even Kit Carson.

The valley was named after Cyrus Alexander, a forme
trapper who was granted the land from Captain Henry
Delano Fitch for services rendered in the early 184s.
History bestows him much more success as a ranchand
overseer than as a trapper. In 1846, Alexander plated
the area's first vines and constructed a mill on his proper-
ty that was one of the first built in northern Cali fornia
(along with The Bale Grist Mill in Calistoga).

We will visit a schoolhouse that Alexander built aswell as
see the restored family home originally built in 1863. A
portion of the adobe he constructed in 1847 still remains.
Landmarks member Dana DiRicco will provide history on
Alexander's colorful transition from broke trapper to
wealthy vintner.

A boxed picnic lunch from historic Jimtown Grocery will
be enjoyed on the lawns ofSausal Vineyard & Winery
Founded as the Soda Rock Winery in the early 20th entu-
ry and then revived by Abele Ferrari in the 1920sthe
estate offers 2elegant and complex zinfandels® madédrom
100-year-old dry-farmed vines. We hope to have Rose
Demostene, daughter-in-law of Ferrari, present to kare
her experiences of the early days.

In the early afternoon we visit Moran Manor, a three-story
Second Empire home built by Calvin Hall Holmes (fin ished
in 1878). Holmes traded the rigors of gold-mining and cat-
tle ranching for a homestead in Knights Valley, betveen
Healdsburg and Calistoga. His home was a hub of the
area's social life for many years. Holmes had manpusiness
dealings with Sam Brannan, who founded the hot springs
town of Calistoga across Mt. St. Helena in the Napa/alley.

Owners Carol and Rich Moran restored the home after
years of neglect, retaining whatever original elemets
remained. They also founded a small winery on the
premises. We will split into groups and alternate ketween
touring the home and sampling the winery's meritagevines
(a special blend of red wine in the Bordeaux style).

Healdsburg

From Knights Valley, we proceed to the town of Heatls-
burg. Healdsburg is surrounded by several of Northen

California’s finest regional wine appellations, including
Alexander Valley, Chalk Hill, Dry Creek Valley, and Russian
River Valley. Like the town of Sonoma, it was laicbut
around a Spanish-style central plaza. Shops, restaants,
spas and galleries surround the plaza and the strets radiat-
ing from the plaza are filled with 19th-century and early
20th-century homes of diverse architectural styles.

On a rotating schedule we will tour Liz and Rich
Pembroke's home. Built in 1892, it was home and offces
for Dr. James Riley Swisher, an lllinois native whavas an
early graduate of the University of California Medical
School in 1875. Converted to a six-apartment dwellig in
the 60s, the home lost much of its original detail. The
Pembrokes bought the home in 1998 and painstakingly
removed the apartments, creating a gourmet kitchenin
the back, a new master bath and extensive landscapg.
Their background as fine artists and designers is eident
at every turn.

We will have time to shop around the Plaza, then cloose
from a large variety of local restaurants (from brewpub
casual to Charlie Palmer chic) to have dinner, befae
boarding the coaches at 8:30 p.m. and returning tothe
hotel at 9:30 p.m.

Sebastopol, a charming town about 25 minutes from
Healdsburg.

Awards Presentation/Silent Auction

On Saturday we return to our point of origin, the t own of
Napa, beginning with a breakfast lecture in the MJSchaer
Gallery about the extensive Napa River Restoratiorpro-
ject. We'll embark on a walking/trolley tour of dow ntown
Napa, which will highlight the remarkable renaissance of
the area and its famed abundance of Victorian resignces.

The little town of Napa grew in importance during t he
19th century essentially as an embarcadero and trael cen-
ter. Nathan Coombs laid out the town site in 1847 b take
advantage of the Napa River, which flowed in from he
San Pablo and San Francisco bays. By 1850 the first
steamship arrived, starting a healthy flow of lumbe;
wheat, beef, mail and passengers between Napa anda®
Francisco.

We will split up into several groups. One group wil board
the trolley for The Napa Valley Opera House Built in
1879, the NVOH, then called Crowey's Opera House, \as
built and opened with Gilbert and Sullivan's HMS
Pinafore Jack London was featured here, as was John
Philip Souza's band.

From there we will walk to Erik Nickel's restored 19th
century home on Main Street. Nickel, not new to regora-
tion, left his own renovation and construction business in
2000 to join his uncle at Far Niente in order to build the
Nickel and Nickel Winery. The project included the
restoration of the 1884 John C. Sullenger housewhich
we will see on our way up to St. Helena.

Also on our way 2up valley®, we will pass the formeghost
winery, Far Niente, which Erik's Uncle Gil restored nearly
30 years ago. Since relocating to Napa, Erik hasestored
two homes downtown as well as held a seat on the Bad
of Napa County Landmarks, an organization dedicatedto
awareness of historic architecture in the Napa Vaky.

Other groups will stroll along the streets of downtown
Napa. Led by local historian Nancy Brennan and col-
leagues, we will learn about the people who settledNapa
and where they lived, including the fine homes on Frst
Street and Brown Street. Other notable buildings wewill
see are theFirst Presbyterian Church (1874) on Third
Street and the Goodman Library (1901) on First Street.

At noon, we will board coaches and head toMont La
Salle/Christian Brothers Retreat & Conference Center
for a picnic lunch and our annual business meeting.

Built in 1932 in the Spanish Romanesque/Mission stye,
Mont La Salle has operated in various capacities fsm
spiritual to educational. It now serves as the admiistra-
tive headquarters of the San Francisco District othe
Brothers of the Christian Schools (also known as tke De
La Salle Brothers and the Christian Brothers). Its
grounds, high in the hills above Napa, are both regful
and awe-inspiring.

The afternoon's activities take place up valley, inthe little
town of St. Helena. The town was laid out in 1854 when
two gentlemen, Mr. Still and Mr. Walters, bought 126
acres from the Bale family. They built the first house in
1851. Lots were given to any merchant who would ope a
store. Early winemakers such as Charles Krug, Dr.
George Crane and the Beringer brothers began planting
vines and St. Helena soon became the heart of theal-
ley's winemaking activity.

St. Helena is home to many fine wineries including
Beringer Vineyards with its 1881 Rhine House (under
restoration); St. Clement; Charles Krug; and Merry\ale. It
is also home to the west coast's Culinary Instituteof
America, which is housed in the massive stone Chrigan
Brothers winery built in 1888.

Members of the St. Helena Historical Society will valk us
through downtown St. Helena, which is listed on the
National Register of Historic Places. Architecturalfea-
tures and history of selected buildings will be hichlighted,
including the town's distinctive stone structures.

We will also tour the residential area to the wesbf down-
town, which retains much of its Victorian architecture.

We return to Napa in time to indulge in a catnap or, for
serious wine enthusiasts, additional tastings at taloca-
tions: The Bounty Hunter's wine bar, just a short walk
from the hotel; and At Back Room Wines on Franklin
Street, where owner Daniel Dawson will provide us gecial
hours and an array of the region's hard-to-find wines.

On our final evening, we will gather at the Napa River
Inn's Riverbend Performance Plazafor a catered dinner,
conclude the Silent Auction and present our preservation
and book awards. A special commendation to the loch
community will also be announced.




POST-CONFERENCE TOUR

Sunday, May 11

Breakfast on your own
Lunch and dinner included

For our post-tour, we will spend time in Calistoga, Napa
Valley's northernmost village.

In the 1860s, Sam Brannan turned the Indian hot
springs known as Coo-lay-no-maock (the oven place)
into Calistoga, an elaborate spa/resort destination remi-
niscent of Saratoga Springs, New York. Our morning
will be spent exploring this historic village, which con-
tinues as a popular destination for its spa treatmats.
Highlights include the Sharpsteen Museum with per-
manent exhibits depicting the history of upper Napa
Valley and one of the cottages that still remains fom
Sam Brannan's grand experiment.

Splitting into two groups, we will also tour a Victorian
house next door to the museum. We proceed one block
from there to the local Russian Orthodox Church,
which is a replica of the church built in Fort Ross in
1824. (The Calistoga church was used as a model to
rebuild the original Fort Ross church when it burned
down many years ago.)

There will also be time to explore Calistoga's main
street with its many fine Victorian buildings and shops.

For lunch we head up the mountain to Spring Mountain
Vineyard. The new Spring Mountain Vineyard was once
three separate properties, each with its own vineyal
and winery. The upper most property on the estate,La
Perla, was founded in 1873 by Charles Lemme and
expanded by the Schilling Spice family. Originally 285
acres it had the first cabernet sauvignon vines plated
on Spring Mountain. The old winery remains today
along with much of its original equipment and horse
drawn carriages and wagons. Immediately below La
Perla, and eventually added to it was the first vieyard
planted by Fredrick and Jacob Beringer in 1882. These
terraced hillsides were planted in a wide assortmehof

grape varieties to support the Beringer brothers' fledg-
ling winery.

Adjoining to the north of the Beringer vineyard was the
property of a Frenchman, Fortune Chevalier, whose
stone winery, Chateau Chevalier, was making wine in
1891. And finally, next door to Chevalier was Tiburcio
Parrott, who grew olives, citrus and grapes. Parratbuilt
a grand home on the estate, which he named Miravak.

During lunch, Nancy Brennan will tell us about the
many families who lived and worked here. Afterwards
winery staff will lead us on a tour of the winery and tell
us about wine production. We conclude with a tastirg of
Spring Mountain's cabernet, syrah and sauvignon blac
selections.

We will return to Napa by mid-afternoon with free time
to spend walking, shopping or strolling through the
Edible Gardens at Copia (open until 5:00). The 3*2-acre
garden is modeled after the exquisite 16th-century
Jardins du Villandry of France.

Dinner will be at Tuscany, a warm, casual restauran
offering California cuisine with a Mediterranean tw ist.
The restaurant is within walking distance of the hatel.

The Pre-Conference Tour to West Sonoma County includes tour, transportation lunch and tasting. Due to limited seat-
ing, this portion of our event will fill up quickly . Please reserve early to avoid disappointment. Hal accommodations

You must rent a car or reseve a pri-
vate shuttle vehicle with Evans; we suggest you catbinate

a combined pickup with two or three other members in
advance.

Airlines serving these airports are Continental, Ddta,
JetBlue, Southwest, United and US Air. SFO also has
Northwest Airlines service. It takes about 60 minugs to
reach the hotel from Oakland; 70 minutes from
Sacramento or San Francisco.

Shipping Wines Home

While the Supreme Court overruled restrictions on inter-
state shipments of wine in 2005, it was only for thse
states that allowed in-state shipments of wine andot out-
of-state shipments (thus giving unfair advantage).There
are still about 22 states that either prohibit or restrict wine

shipments, including New Jersey, Pennsylvania,
Massachusetts, Delaware and Maryland. To make thirg
more confusing, however, some of the bans apply ont to
the wineries (i.e. online sales); some states allowine
shipments if they come directly from the winery to the
consumer. Most of the wineries we are visiting willship
your purchases for you and will be familiar with the cur-
rent laws.

Buffalo Shipping is located near our host hotel and will
ship wines at reasonable prices; they may also begood
resource for direct shipment information to your st ate.

The wine centers in downtown Napa + Back Room Wines
(www.backroomwines.com) and The Bounty Hunter
(www.bountyhunterwine.com) = will ship wines anywhee
allowed by law. However, they may not carry the wies we
sample at the individual wineries.

Some airlines allow up to two wine boxes (6-12 botes per
box) as checked baggage; most wineries will provid¢hese
boxes.
